CATS v 3.1.4/3.1.5 Revision Notes

The following items have been revised/fixed in CATS version 3.1.4/3.1.5.  This document refers to Problem #’s, which can be found in the Proposed CATS fix/enhancement documentation here:  http://www.mwa.ars.usda.gov/adp/cats.shtml.  
CRITICAL PRIORITY
· Problem 4 – Disallowed reconciled transactions from being set to working or void through Search, Account Status – Edit Acctg, and Requisition Approval.  In addition, we reset the original partial solution to Problem 4 by putting the “set status to void” option back on the SDE screen.  It is now grayed out (disabled) if the transaction has been reconciled.  In addition, a tool tip text was added that states that “reconciled transactions cannot be voided.”

· Problem 7 – Part 1&2) There was a problem with saving some AD700s original documents through what’s known as a trigger.  The solution was to delete the trigger.  This is already running on production CATS.  Part 3)  This error is no longer being generated.  Part 4)  This portion of Problem 7 is the same as Problem 4, which has been fixed.

· Problem 9 – In a New Purchase Request or SDE, the requisition number is now generated using the location of the MU the user chose, not the user’s default location code.  
· Problem 22  –  Overhauled the way salary records are saved.  

· If saving a new salary record it checks for the presence of 6 requisition numbers, and saves it under those numbers… even if the salaries have $0 amounts.  If 6 numbers are not available, it moves to the next sub account, and checks for 6 numbers.  If no sub account within the MU has available requisition numbers, a message box pops up explaining how they can fix the problem.

· If saving already existing salaries record, it does not delete the current ones, it updates instead.

HIGH PRIORITY

· Problem 19 – Fixed the error generated because no default administrator is selected when Administrator is chosen from the drop down box in the user defaults setup box.  A default of accounting administrator is now selected.  
· Problem 20 – Fixed the problem generated when the Add User feature is used, but canceled out of before completion.  
· Problem 24 – Reconciliation to OCP was not reflecting all BOCs.  Made changes to the range number of BOCs that should be included in the report.  These changes have already been placed in to production.
· Problem 35 – Made changes to the Requisition Approval screen to also include Vendor and Reconciled Date columns.
· Problem 48 – Removed the Deny Approval, Restore Approvers, and Approver Pending options since none of these are currently used.  In addition, CATS now has a feature that will allow individual location non accounting users to be locked out at year end.  In order to lock users out, ABFOs will need to let the CATS team know when they want each location to be locked.  All levels of administrators, and accounting users will never be locked out.  Individual locations can choose whether to lock out procurement and/or receiving users.  In a future release, we hope to implement a feature that will allow location admins to lock out their users without contacting the CATS team.
· Problem 59 – Standardized all reports to show date and time in the upper right hand corner of the first page using format mm/dd/yy hh:mm a/pm.

· Problem 77 – Changed SDE to save new entries as Other status.

· Problem 43 – Verified voids are working correctly throughout CATS.

LOW

· Problem 57 – Removed Procurement Users rights to Salaries.

· Problem 60 – Fixed the problem where if users changed years and the change year function was not actually completed before the user went into search, they would get an error.

· Problem 61 – Now shows the complete date (mm/dd/yyyy) in Account Status.

VERY LOW
· Problem 90 -  changed description in AD700 salaries to state ‘thru’ instead of ‘As of’.

UNDEFINED PRIORITY
· Changed the version to 3.1.4/3.1.5.  Changed the Make Product Name in the project properties to be CRIS Allocation Tracking System v 314.  This will enable us to be able to tell in SQL Enterprise Manager which version a logged in user has.

· Fixed an error that was generated when users went into user/account rights report.  Removed Grant Exec ON sp_acctusers to PUBLIC and GO from sp_acctusers stored procedure.  The lines were unnecessary and caused the error.  This is already in Production.
