If an AD-700 is entered by an Area B&F user (rights to all locations and accounts) where accounting lines are added for other locations’ accounts, the other locations’ users cannot see the 700 in Account Status or Search.  The 700’s line for their accounting code does print on the Status of Funds unreconciled listing.  It would be a benefit to all if one 700 that covers all accounts could be used.   (Deb Magee).

When you enter a charge and split it by CRIS it shows up on the report as many times as you split it over CRIS’s.  So if you split it over three CRIS’s it shows up three times on the report by the split amounts and not by the amount entered.  For reconciliation it needs to show up as the entered amount, otherwise it’s like looking for a needle in a haystack. (Kniptash)   3.  In the account status screen it currently splits transactions that are split between CRISs.  It would be nice if it just showed the total for the MU rather than splitting it, as this is how it appears on the ledgers.  (P. Dailey).  Would like to see a pop-up window for BOC, Accounting Lines, etc. (C. Moran)

Clarification:  Enhancement.  Notes from 3/10/06 – On account status - if a requisition has multiple line items, include subtotal lines, and total line.  They can choose to click on a line item, or if they click on the total, it will reconcile the entire transaction.  Parts 2 & 3 are considered Critical.  (Scott will make a mock-up).  Also, use a check box instead of left click for reconciling and unreconciling.

We have had several instances of a requisition saving from SDE with a number like “4-3625-980-00000”, which should not be possible (the sub account ranges cannot start with 0 in the sub account setup). And we have also verified the last used in the range is not 0. This may be related to the issue we have where records are overwriting old requisitions in the database (NADC-107). We are continually seeing new instances of the issue NADC-107 occurring, typically seems to be centered around the SDE although we have at least one instance where it occurred from an AD700 entry. For some reason lately it seems to be a lot of Salary records that get overwritten, but not always.

Need to review it and be sure it is valid, then implement.  3) When opening a document in SDE from Account Status, most fields are locked. This is not following the field change matrix (example Accounting or Admin can’t edit the amount on an unreconciled request, but can if opening the same document from the Search screen).  4) Opened and re-saved a document from the SDE screen after the procurement total was set (for example to go in and put something in the user fields or notes).  This has the side affect of re-saving the accounting lines to match the total shown on the SDE instead of the procurement total (it will leave them reconciled).  Workaround – you can change the total in the SDE screen to match the procurement total before you save.  Causes a reconciled line to change.  5) Be sure to capture info from Patsy’s email (see Attachment 9)

This number would then show as the Document # in Account Status/Reconciliation Report and SOF.  (Deb Magee)  The system needs to show the Credit Card Holder’s and  Purchasing Agent’s CC Agency Reference Number as the Document # in Account Status/Reconciliation Report the same as it’s showing the PO# entered by Procurement.  (Deb Magee)  Search, Account Status not working...  3/10/06 – See Attachment #2, SDE has doc # field, AD700 does not.

Is there a reason why it can’t be changed to reflect the “revised” Procurement total?  (Gibson/Basso)

The dollar amount to be reconciled field on the upper right hand corner of the aforementioned screen is off by a penny or two if you post documents created with defined distributions.  (Seems it can’t divide odd numbers by 2 to get even amounts, i.e.    Seems once you update everything the totals at the bottom are ok though.  This also affects the print out of the SOF by CRIS.  The totals are correct but the detail amounts of affected transactions are off by a penny or two.  We can’t replicate this now but we do have some examples of requisitions that it happened to. (P. Dailey)  2.  When trying to use defined distributions of sub accounts for multiple accounting codes on the same 700, it messes up.  I finally had to select each accounting code and sub account separately in order to get the document accounting correct.  For this particular document, I had to use 4 accounting codes and try to use defined distributions on two of them and it kept writing over the previous distribution with the one I was trying to add.  Some of our 

folks need to be able to do this a lot as we here at the NRRC split all of our 

building transactions this way.  (P. Dailey)

2. CATS Financial Plans nuisance messages: "Item Already Exists in Database", etc...

Sometimes, when trying to Save a financial plan, two messages are displayed one after the other indicating that the user can not save the plan, and then when you click Close, the user is prompted with "Save Plan before Exit?"   I don't know what triggers this series of messages but maybe that will be evident in the code.   I also don't remember if the user has to exit CATS to be able to save a plan or just close Financial Plans and go back into it.

We have 26,302 vendors in 2004, and already 40,597 in 2005.  Even cleaning up your 2005 vendors and our 2005 vendors (we think we could get rid of about 4,500).

1.  When creating a template from a doc that uses pre-defined sub distributions, the amounts allocated to each sub-account do not match the defined percentages and using the template creates a doc that won’t save because the accounting doesn’t match the detail amount.   The fix to this is to not show the accounting info on the template.

2.  Changing the default account to a predefined distribution on the Account Selector screen (700’s only), when using a template that doesn’t use a distribution, results in a single default sub-account number that doesn’t exist and the 700 won’t save.  No error message, just won’t save.  Click save several times and then click close and it asks if you want to save it.   Can’t get out of it until you respond No to the Save? Prompt.

Select a card holder how has several credit card requisitions.  Note in this example I chose “Obligated Status:ALL”, and clicked on Get Selected AD700’s List.  I selected one of the the records, note in the “Obligated” field below the field is empty.  This will be the case on any new credit card requisition.
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In this next shot notice that when I try to select an “Obligated Status to refine my search, an empty field is not an option.  This is what the “ Blank” selection used to do for us. 
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If you choose “ Blank” for Obligated Status, and click on Get Selected AD700s List, it will only return records where the “Obligated” field was actually selected “ Blank”, instead of returning records where the Obligated field has nothing in it.
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If you wanted to clear the Obligated field, you used to pick “ Blank” and it would delete the contents of the field, now it actually puts in the word “ Blank”.  There is no way to clear the field anymore
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Requirement:  Selecting “ Blank” in the Obligated Status list for the search criteria should find requisitions where the Obligated field is empty.  Choosing “ Blank” in the Obligated field should clear the Obligated field.

NADC-178 – Requisitions saving from SDE with requisition number of 00000

We have not been able to recreate this issue at will in the past, but have now come up with two examples that save a requisition with a unique number of 00000 every time (which should not be possible since all ranges must start with 00001).  Testing was using version 2.9.117.

This first example is likely not exactly what is happening to the users as most of the errors have been from people who are not set up like this example user.  However, the example may help shed some light on what may be going on.

I set up a Procurement user in location 3625.  I will use MU 5013625999 for the example.  The Procurement user does not have explicit rights to accounts on this MU which I think is part of the key.  Procurement users should have implied rights to all accounts at their location(s), so rights would not typically be set up for this type of user (in other words, this is a realistic case).

I went into SDE and created a document.  Note in the following screen shot, the sub account list does not show any of the 4 sub accounts (it only shows the pre-defined distributions).  
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I selected one of the distributions and saved the requisition.  When you hit Save, you get an hourglass for a couple of seconds and then go back to the entry screen, you never get a dialog that says the requisition has been saved.  But if you hit save again, you get a message that “No changes have been detected”, so it is acting as if it has been saved.  Now, change a character in the description so that there has been a change, and hit Save again.

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You can reliably repeat this example, you never get a confirmation that anything happened on the first save, you will always get requisition number 00000 on the second save.

You cannot find this requisition anywhere from within the CATS program.  However, looking in the database you will see entries in the AD700_Accounting table.  This is where we have noticed entries in the past, which is how we knew that there was a problem.

SPTech Development Comment on 03/10/2005 – 

1. We need to know in this case if the end range and the last used fields are the same?

2. We need to know how the sub accounts are setup for this MU, and why did not the 4 sub accounts show up?

3. Also we need to know if this happens only in the case of Procurement user or for any other user category?

ARS 3-11-05: 

1.  No, the end range and last used are not the same in this example.

2.  There are 4 sub-accounts on the MU.  There are 3 predefined distributions (see the shots below).  The Procurement user did not have explicit rights to the sub accounts, but Procurement users should see all accounts at their location(s), so I don’t know why the sub accounts don’t show up.  They do show up if you set explicit rights.  
3.  Users and Receivers that do not have rights to the lowest numbered sub account used in the selected distribution will also save requisitions with 00000.  If the users (and procurement) are given explicit rights to the lowest numbered sub account used on the distribution, they will get a valid requisition number.

As an accounting admin (rts1), I went into SDE and created a BPA transaction with the above selected MU/Sub.   
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When I clicked Save a dialogue box popped up and informed me that “There are no more available requisition numbers.  Please contact accounting.  This requisition will not be saved.”. (this is an appropriate error message)
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Clicking on Save a second time the message was “No changes were detected.”
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I typed a few more characters into the Notes field and clicked on Save a third time and the requisitions saved with Requisition# 5-3625-998-00000:
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You can reliably repeat this example, you never get a confirmation that anything happened on the first save, you will always get requisition number 00000 on the second save and it will overwrite the previous requisition 5-3625-998-00000 if it exists.

There are no rows inserted into the AD700 or ad_notes tables.   But rows are inserted (or updated when the already exist) into the AD700_Accounting, AD700_Detail, Sources and Approve_Log tables.

SPTech Development Comments on 03/10/2005

We are able to simulate the same 
cenario when the strat range and end range are the same. For eg: Setup a sub account with start range as 1 and end range as 1. The same error repeated. 

2. We need to know if Terry setup the end range and last used in the back end?

3. We need to know what the are the business controls that needs to be implemented, if the saving of 00000 request is happening in particular when the start, end ranges are the same, and the last used is also the same.

ARS 3-11-05:  

1.  The last used was adjusted on the back end.

2.  The initial message  “There are no more available requisition numbers.  Please contact accounting.  This requisition will not be saved.” Is the correct response.  Subsequent attempts to save should give the same error instead of saving with a 00000 requisition number.  The only way it should save is if the user changes the accounting to another account that had available numbers.   If the user did not want to change the accounting, they would have to close the SDE without saving.

In your example of setting the start and end range to 1, you should have been able to save 1 requisition (00001), and then on subsequent attempts yes – you have the same situation as Terry described where the end and last used are the same.

From #68 – The CC-WIP button should be enabled for Procurement, Accounting, and Admin users regardless of the whether or not the user is a Credit Card user.  They should also be able to use the Purchase Log button within CC-WIP and print the Purchase Log.  The popup of CC Users should display all CC Users for locations to which the Procurement, Accounting, or Admin has rights.  (Note:  System Admins will see ALL Credit Card Users.)  The Procurement, Accounting, and Admin users would see the same popup list of Credit Card Users displayed if they selected the Credit Card Log Report from the Reports menu (in other words, printing the logs from Reports or from CC-WIP should function the same).

The CC-WIP button should be enabled for Approvers who are CC Users.  An Approver should be able to use the Purchase Log button and print the Purchase Log.  The popup of Credit Card Users displayed for the Approver would be the list of CC users for the MU/ Subaccount combination where he is an Approver.  The Approver would see the same popup list of Credit Card Users displayed if they selected the Credit Card Log Report from the Reports menu – currently this report button is disabled (in other words, printing the logs from Reports or from CC-WIP should function the same).

A “normal” Credit Card User will see his own log ONLY when printing the log report from either the CC-WIP or Reports menu.

From #64 – When the MU/Subaccount combination is changed, the list of CC Users users is refreshed in the drop down box according to the situations below.

A “normal” User will NOT have access to the Credit Card Order Button, (this is presently working correctly).

An Approver has access to the Credit Card Order Button.  When an Approver selects a MU/Subaccount combination where his User Rights to the MU/Subaccount combination is User, he only sees his own name if he is a credit card user, otherwise the list is blank.  The blank list “throws” a message that “There are no Credit Card Users assigned to this Sub Account” (Note: currently this check and error is done at the MU level, but it needs to be moved to the SubAccount level as that is where the permissions are defined).

When he selects a MU/Subaccount combination where his User Rights to the MU/Subaccount combination is an Approver, he should see all users who are Credit Card Users with explicit rights to the MU/Subaccount combination.

Procurement, Accounting, and Admin users should see ALL Credit Card Users at their location(s). 

This same logic/functionality needs to be replicated for populating the Credit Card user list from the AD700 entry screen when the users selects Credit Card Status, and also to the Requisition Approval screen when the user selects Credit Card Status.

# 32 – Add option to have separate Working attachment. 

Currently there is attachment options to print Reconciled and Unreconciled separately, or combined.  The Working documents are included with the Unreconciled.  We are wanting to add an option to split the reconciled out separate from the Unreconciled, in addition to maintaining the current options.  This adds 2 new attachment choices:  

· “Working Only (with Total)”:  This functions the same as the existing Unreconciled Only and Reconciled Only choices, except it includes only documents that are in Working status.  It also changes the “Unreconciled Only” attachment so that it does not include Working.

· “Reconciled, Unreconciled, and Working separately with total after each”: this is similar to the current attachments except Working is not included in the Unreconciled, it is listed separately.

The following document shows sample headers for the “Reconciled, Unreconciled, and Working separately with total after each” option.  The reconciled page header is unchanged, the Unreconciled page header  removes “INCLUDES WORKING” from the header, and the last page is formatted the same except it says “ALL WORKING TRANSACTIONS”
The “Working Only” attachment would be formatted as the last page.  There are no changes to the cover pages.

· Right now, the numbers are calculated for CAM on the fly and printed.  We need to save these numbers so that users can print CAM without recalculating.   When users choose Print CAM, they will be presented with a message box that states:  “If you have made any changes to your data, you will need to Calculate CAM before printing.  Do you want to?  Print   Calculate   Cancel.

· When choosing Calculate CAM, and multiple locations have been selected, users will be presented with a message box that states:  “Are you sure you want to calculate CAM for multiple locations?”  Yes    No  .    If they choose Yes, then it will calculate, if they choose No, it will take them back to the CAM Rollup menu.  Point out that if they do calculate for multiple locations, IRC is distributed over all locations selected.
· On the CAM Rollup menu, move Select MU/CRIS button above the Setup CRIS button.

· Verify that changes in IRC/SRC setup are saved within MU administration and visa versa.  Verify that changes in "select MU/CRIS" are saved within MU Administration and visa versa.  Verify that changes in "Setup CRIS" are saved within MU Administration and visa versa. 

· when you go into the 'Setup CRIS" the top of the box says "IRCSRC CRIS SETUP"  can we change that to simply read "CRIS SETUP"

· In MU Administration, allow user to select only IRC/SRC or Research CRIS, but not both.

· In MU Administration – Sub Account Administration – consider changing the heading for the Research CRIS checkbox to “Include in CAM Report?”  On initial investigation, it does not appear this check box is used in areas of the program other than CAM.

· Change Export CAM File to EITHER export to an Excel Spreadsheet or to disks (as it is currently working).

· Make the order of the CAM report consistent - CRIS order by Management Unit.

· Make the report match old CAM more.  Get rid of large row space at top of report, and separation of logical areas more evident.  Change the timestamp to be hours:minutes.

· Institute the ability for area staff to Create Area File – create a consolidated CAM report of all locations in area.  They need to have the ability to pull back up without recreating, just like regular CAM.  CATS Team will need list of who should have this ability.

When modifying plan #2 (and possibly subsequent plans) and the MU has only one sub-account, the program appears to add the CRIS funds from plan 1 and 2 instead of just applying the plan 2 funds.

Sometimes, when trying to Save a financial plan, two messages are displayed one after the other indicating that the user can not save the plan, and then when you click Close, the user is prompted with "Save Plan before Exit?"   I don't know what triggers this series of messages but maybe that will be evident in the code.   I don't remember if the user has to exit CATS to be able to save a plan or just close Financial Plans.

NOTE: This does not cause or is a part of the single sub-account bug outlined above.

The Reconciliation to OCP report does not report on CATS Object Classes in the 4000 range unless the detail budget object class is set exactly to 4000.   I  verified this with both 4300 and 4310:

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I went to Account Status and selected this transaction to “edit acctg” so I could “clone” the transaction – and got the following screen.
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Notice the GSA CC shows “vehicle” but the other information is Salary.

This happened to me on Tuesday while working on the 110 and 920 accounts. It seems to happen the first couple of times you do “edit accounting” when Account Status has populated the screen. If you do it a couple more times you get the correct transaction.

I've been doing some playing around in the test CATS in anticipation for some proposed requirements for tracking operational and maintenance costs for FY07.  I think CATS will be the perfect tool for tracking these costs.  It will avoid the need to track these costs on a separate spreadsheet when we have a tool right at our fingertips.

Here's some background:

The plan is to set up a separate accounting code in CATS, to match the new accounting code which is a result of a separate 07 ARMP package established for capturing operational and maintenance costs (O&M).  Here is my plan.  My subaccounts in CATS, relative to this O&M account, would be associated to a specific building at our location, e.g. Subaccount 001, Description Bldg. 1 - Main Bldg, Subaccount 002, Description Bldg. 2 - Boilerhouse, Subaccount 08 - Bldg. 13 - Greenhouse, and so on.  Depending on the type of charge (e.g. utilities, O&M contract, telephone, salaries), I would set up separate subaccount "defined distributions" within CATS and whenever there was a charge, I would use the applicable "defined distribution".  For example, if it is utilities and I have eight buildings (eight subaccounts), I would set up the defined distribution called UTL to be 94.5% Subacct 001 (Bldg. 1), .25% Subacct 002 (Bldg. 2), .25% to Subacct 008 (Bldg 13), and so on until I selected and entered all applicable subaccounts (Bldgs) and appropriate % to add up to 100%.  Then let's say I have telephone costs and those costs only apply to three buildings.  I could set up a separate "defined distribution" titled TEL 99.5% Subacct 1, .50% Subacct 2, and .50% Subacct 3.

Lisa Baldus participated in the O&M costs task group, so she should understand where I'm going with this.

I sat down with my facility manager to discuss our % distribution to buildings based on the different O&M costs.  In some cases, a building might only use 1/4 percent of utilities or maybe ½ percent.  In CATS, these percentages in "defined distribution" round up or down to the nearest whole number.  In the case of .25% that was 0%.  When you're talking about millions of dollars in costs and the reason I want to defining distribution for O&M costs is so I can track O&M costs to each building, it's critical to be able to assign percentage out several decimal places rather than only have the option of whole numbers.

As I was explaining earlier, these defined distributions are "unique" to whoever sets them up.  Each location will set up their own, just as they set up their own subaccounts.  The key or trick will be that once the distribution is assigned to a cost, the combined total must match the exact number that you enter.  Maybe the % once applied to a charge needs to result in a whole number.  I'm not sure.

Anyway, I really want to see the "percentage" in "Defined Distribution" expanded to include decimal places.  

Again, it's because of the type and amount of the charges that are going to be reflected in this O&M costs account.  Here's a good example.  Take my O&M contract cost (~$2.5M/yr), if I have a building's calculated use at .50%, that equates to $125,000/yr.  If I use CATS the way it is, rounding to the nearest whole % or 1% in this example, then it would show my annual costs to this building as $250,000/yr.  That would distort the operating costs for this building.  And because I have multiple costs associated w/a building, the figure would be distorted even more.  

In essence, I wouldn't be able to use CATS to track the costs.  If we're going to do a separate ARMP in 07 for O&M costs, then we need to be able to go out several decimal places in assigning $ to subaccount (in my case subaccounts are going to represent buildings).  I'd really like to use CATS in that way; I think in looking at it that this makes good sense.

OK, I entered a doc, (5-5401-925-03389) for $1 splitting it by 25% per accounting code, using four accounting codes and then using the predefined distributions in the accounting codes.  The accounting codes I used are 5015401925 (two subs via defined distribution), 5015402070 (two subs via defined distribution), 5015402100 (only one sub), and 5015402150 (three subs via defined distribution)  The entry went ok as long as you didn’t need to change anything along the way, as if you did, you needed pretty much to start over.  Anyway, I got the 700 in correctly and it printed correctly, everything cool so far. 

Then I went to the account status screen to see what was there.  I chose the account with the 3 subs and you can see it in the first screen shot below.

But then to test the reconciliation, right clicked one of the line items, when to the procurement screen to change the status from “working” to “other”.  After I did this, I refreshed the list and got this…
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As you can see, somehow, it lost track of the fourth accounting code (5015402070) and combined it with this accounting code.  

Then I went back to the accounting screen on the document, and you can see below that it has somehow lost the 4th accounting line and added it to the 3rd.  It seems it does this anytime you go in an change anything in the document and then resave it.  So it is not specifically linked to the changing the status as it does this same thing with any change and subsequent save.

Email from Terry 1/4/2006:

Don't know what we can or want to do with this.   It is definitely a security code issue.  I've looked at some of that and didn't like what I saw.  If the list is frozen we can just add it to the documentation for future reference.

I saw that the user had had her admin level set to zero and I had reset it to Accounting but originally she was a Location admin.   She noticed the cc-list didn't look right as an accounting admin:

The AD700-Entry Credit Card list is populated differently for Location admins than it is for Accounting admins.   The location admin seems to get the correct list.

Ex:

Location admin see's all cc-users who have the selected MU as their default and sees more location cc-users when Show-All is checked.

Accounting admin see's no cc-users until Show-All is checked and then only see's those cc-users who do not have the selected MU as their default.

The AD700-Entry Credit Card list is populated differently for Location admins than it is for Accounting admins.   The location admin seems to get the correct list.

The part about the AD700 log report using the AD700 total instead of the procurement total could be added to the list.  I'm not sure if we ever figured out for sure if that was the report the original issue was with or not.  Carol thought it was the user field report, but I tested that and it was using the procurement total correctly.

The procurement total for the ad700 log report could just be a sum of the credit detail lines, I think Terry has recommended using this in the past so that you don't have to check to see if the procurement total field is null and try to decide which one to use.  The sum of the accounting lines should always come out right (either will match the AD700 total if the procurement total was never set/changed, or will match the procurement total if it has been changed.  

If that didn't make sense, maybe Terry could explain the logic better.

Just to follow up, I just tested and the user field report is using the procurement total.

However, looking at the subject again where it says "MU Requisition List", maybe they mean the AD700 Log Report?  A quick check shows that the AD700 Log Report does use the procurement total for the Sub Account Total, but the AD700 Total column is the AD700 Total, NOT the procurement total.  So if they used that report and just went by the AD700 total column, they would see a discrepancy.  I do not think that is on the list, it was probably a matter of definition to SPTech, the column was titled AD700 Total, so that is what they used.  I seem to remember some argument about the tiotles on that report, but I would have to look back and see what it was about.

The UFR should be using the procurement total, that was the original specs and I think it still works.  The usual complaint is that it shows the total, not an amount related to just one sub account (if they used accounting as part of the search criterea).  Also, if they use the $$ qualifier in the user field to specify a dollar amount, it will always use that number no matter what the ad700 or procurement total is.

I haven't seen a clarification back from Lynn yet on what they were doing.  The UFR makes sense.  I think we still need to know for sure some requisition numbers they see incorrect so that we can look and see what is different.  Maybe they split the accounting and didn't realize the full total shows up on the UFR.

CATS security table has 16 rows in it where the s_level is equal to ZERO, an invalid access level.  These are not in DCATS2 so they must be fairly recent.  

The four MUs are all in location 5320 - Hilo, HI.   Valid values for user rights are 300 for a Normal User and 330 for an Approver.   A non-admin user normally set up as an approver would not be able to "Get List" in Account Status for one of these MU's.   But, I don't think it would affect a Location Admin or a normal, non-approver user.

I've seen this before, sometime ago, but I stopped checking for them when they stopped showing up in my query results.   

It looks like maybe the Account Rights function might have created these(?)    User Admin/User Rights always defaults to User access (300).

I could set the non-Admins to User access and the Admins to approver access on these accounts or should we notify the appropriate 5320 Admin?   I did want to document that there is a still at least one bug in Account Rights.

The other day when you had to kill the process to get the sub-accounts table to unlock, it was caused indirectly by the salary dialog prompt for no more available numbers.  This "table locking" also occurs when trying to Save an AD700 or SDE but not quite the same.    

In the case of Salaries:

dialog #1: "There are no available requisition numbers.  Please contact accounting.  This requisition will not be saved"      

click [OK]

dialog #2: "Could not save Salaries Records.    Sub:  cmdSave_Click     Object:  SalariesEntry"      

click [OK]

click [Close]

dialog #3: "Changes have been made.    Choose OK to continue without saving.    Choose Cancel to remain on the current Salary screen."

click [OK] to close and return to the main menu 

Back at the CATS main menu everything looks normal but the transaction has not been terminated.   The lock has not been released and my query is still hanging.   You can go to sub-account maintenance and add numbers to the sub-account and then go back to Salaries but, trying to Save again, you now get 


dialog #4: "Could not save Salries Records.   Cannot start more transactions on this session.    Sub: cmdSave_Click    Object:  SalariesEntry"

Not until you Exit CATS do you get 


dialog #5: "Run-time error '3246':  Connection object cannot be explicitly closed while in a transaction."

click [OK] (or in your case, when you kill the PID) the transaction is terminated and the lock is finally released.

This will almost be a moot point when we go into production with 3.1.4 EXCEPT:  what about the first time for Salaries on a MU where all its sub-accounts are at the end of their ranges?  Will there still be an open transaction?
In the case of Saving an AD700 or SDE:

There is no transaction at the time of the first dialog prompt but, there is a lock that hangs my query until the dialog is closed (click [OK]).   So, it is the case that something is started, then the prompt, then it finishes WHEN actually, it should start, finish and then prompt. (or not start anything and then prompt).

P.S.  (prob.18) while going over this, I discovered a little glitch in the vw_sources that I had modified to do a credit_location check to go along with the modified vw_ad700, vw_ad700_accounting, vw_ad700_detail.    Darn, the others didn't give me any problems!

But, although the modified vw_sources creates problems when saving an existing transaction, it does prevent SDE from Saving a requisition# 00000 when you click save a second time after the "no available numbers" prompt.   I thought we had SPT fix that one but evidently not or it didn't get done.

Then I went back the account status screen and pulled up “unreconcilled items and the transaction was no longer reconciled. 

Note this transaction was in “other” I don’t think this could be done by a cardholder.

When on the Requisition Approval screen and you sort by date – it begins with month 01 (Jan) thru month 12 (Dec).  Wouldn’t it be more effective to sort from October to September?  Account Status screen sorts beginning with the first month of FY (in this case November). On Requistion Approval if you click to sort again it doesn’t reverse the sequence of sort like on other screens.

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(the following does not refer to the above screen print… the screen print it refers to is below.)

The screen print that Patsy sent was from the ad700-Entry screen / Accounting tab.  But salaries are stored as ad700's.    We would have to look at every decimal that Salaries is attempting to store when it fails and compare that with the table column data types.

The screen shot from Patsy is definitely not Salaries so not sure how this relates to them.  What I suggested was definitely directed at the arithmetic overflow error from the ad700-Entry screen.

It looks like the AD700 FORM can handle the precision and scale of the calculations but evidently fails when associated with the table column Account_Distribution.

According to T-SQL Help there shouldn't be any impact but we would want to test the change anyway.   It shouldn't change anything that already exists in the accounting table since we'd be altering only the total digits allowed to the left of the decimal point (leaving a scale of 3 to the right as is).    The only difference is that it would be able to save in the database, the results of calculations that have 4 (or more) digits to the left of the decimal point.  

With a precision of 6 total digits with 3 digits to the right of the decimal point, that only leaves 3 to the left.  So, a precision of 8 total digits with 3 digits to the right allows 5 digits to the left.  

A percentage like 6633.077% would be storable after that.
